A. Summer‌ ‌program‌ ‌information‌ ‌is‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌SPS‌ ‌website.‌  ‌There‌ ‌are‌ ‌additional‌‌ 
summer‌ ‌programs‌ ‌this‌ ‌year‌ ‌so‌ ‌that‌ ‌more‌ ‌students‌ ‌can‌ ‌access‌ ‌a‌ ‌program‌ ‌that‌‌ 
will‌ ‌benefit‌ ‌them.‌  ‌Students‌ ‌who‌ ‌have‌ ‌accommodations‌ ‌during‌ ‌the‌ ‌year‌ ‌will‌ ‌have‌‌ 
them‌ ‌during‌ ‌the‌ ‌summer‌ ‌sessions.‌ ‌ 

B. The‌ ‌secondary‌ ‌team‌ ‌applied‌ ‌for‌ ‌and‌ ‌was‌ ‌awarded‌ ‌a‌ ‌transition‌ ‌grant.‌  ‌It‌ ‌is‌ ‌the‌‌ 
Jobs‌ ‌for‌ ‌Virginian‌ ‌Graduates‌ ‌grant,‌ ‌which‌ ‌will‌ ‌provide‌ ‌opportunities‌ ‌for‌ ‌students‌‌ 
with‌ ‌high-incidence‌ ‌disabilities‌ ‌with‌ ‌workplace‌ ‌readiness‌ ‌skills.‌  ‌This‌ ‌grant‌ ‌will‌‌ 
help‌ ‌restructure‌ ‌an‌ ‌existing‌ ‌class.‌ ‌ 

C. Students‌ ‌who‌ ‌will‌ ‌turn‌ ‌22‌ ‌prior‌ ‌to‌ ‌September‌ ‌of‌ ‌this‌ ‌year‌ ‌will‌ ‌have‌ ‌the‌ ‌option‌ ‌to‌‌ 
attend‌ ‌school‌ ‌for‌ ‌one‌ ‌more‌ ‌year‌ ‌this‌ ‌year.‌  ‌This‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌temporary‌ ‌initiative.‌ ‌

D. There‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌a‌ ‌lot‌ ‌of‌ ‌new‌ ‌information‌ ‌about‌ ‌the‌ ‌new‌ ‌VAP‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌VSOLs‌ ‌yet.‌ ‌ 

SPS‌ ‌did‌ ‌nominate‌ ‌one‌ ‌program‌ ‌teacher‌ ‌to‌ ‌participate‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌process‌ ‌of‌‌ 
reviewing‌ ‌which‌ ‌former‌ ‌ASOLS‌ ‌should‌ ‌be‌ ‌kept,‌ ‌modified,‌ ‌etc.,‌ ‌and‌ ‌she‌ ‌was‌‌ 
accepted‌ ‌into‌ ‌the‌ ‌group,‌ ‌so‌ ‌SPS‌ ‌is‌ ‌excited‌ ‌to‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌voice‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌table‌ ‌for‌ ‌this‌‌

F. There‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌critical‌ ‌shortage‌ ‌of‌ ‌Special‌ ‌Education‌ ‌teachers‌ ‌for‌ ‌next‌ ‌year.‌  ‌There‌‌ 
are‌ ‌13‌ ‌openings‌ ‌currently,‌ ‌and‌ ‌more‌ ‌may‌ ‌retire.‌  ‌There‌ ‌are‌ ‌several‌ ‌new‌‌ 
specialist‌ ‌positions‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌department‌ ‌would‌ ‌like‌ ‌to‌ ‌implement‌ ‌so‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌‌ 
teachers‌ ‌have‌ ‌better‌ ‌support,‌ ‌but‌ ‌filling‌ ‌these‌ ‌positions‌ ‌has‌ ‌to‌ ‌come‌ ‌first.‌ ‌
